Abstract 
 

A number of  high schools  in depopulated rural areas have been  
 trying to ensure their continued existence in cooperation with lower 
secondary schools. It is hoped that this cooperation will not only lead to 
the continuance of the senior high school, but will also have important 
educational effects for both the high school and the lower secondary 
school. What kind of cooperation will produce these effects?  In this 
paper, we introduce a case of cooperation between Akita prefectural 
Yasima senior high school and Yurihonjyo municipal lower secondary 
school. 
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
